Want to learn what you can do? Sustainable Living courses are offered in Palmerston North

Come and visit us up at the Awapuni Sustainable Development Centre and learn about what PNCC is doing to achieve our Waste Minimisation Goals.  We offer a number of education courses, tours and workshops that are listed below. All of the education is provided free of charge by PNCC to all of the community, schools and business alike.  Schools,  if you would like help with what we offer, I can visit for staff/team meetings for presentations.
The Green
Learn about what PNCC has achieved with the development of Awapuni Sustainable Development Centre, history of the site and what PNCC is now doing to minimise waste to landfill.  Learn about reducing, reusing and recycling, what the council does with all the recycling collected and what it is turned into. Time - 1 hr   NOTE: must wear covered in shoes.
Build a Worm Farm 
Worm farms are fantastic at business, schools and home for turning organic waste into castings and worm tea to use for fertilisers on your garden, to sell on Trade Me or even use as a gift.  Worm farms do not need to be purchased, they can be made from numerous items that we have around the home or can get free from the community.  This workshop allows visits to schools to help them set up their own worm farms and in many cases we can help you find the materials. PNCC also donates the worms.  Time- 1-3 hrs depending on needs.

Composting - How to?
Composting is another way to use your organic waste and turn it into a usable product in your garden.  You will never have to buy compost or fertilisers again and you will reduce your waste by 40-60% to landfill.  Learn how to make good compost, what you can and can’t compost, how to make liquid fertilisers and to use this on your gardens. PNCC donates compost to many schools and community projects Time- 1-3 hrs depending on needs and site.

Grow your Own Food 
Supermarket veges vs. grow your own; what are the benefits of growing your own food?  Is it difficult?  Does it cost much? How is it done? Learn with us what to plant when and how to do it.  Growing your own food reduces your cost of living, is fantastic for your health if you go organic, inspires new learned behaviours for our next generation and is a peaceful calming pastime and is incredibly rewarding.  This is an excellent workshop to be done with a class that is looking to grow their own food.  It goes really well with worm farming and composting workshops.  PNCC donates compost to many schools and community projects. Time - 1- 3 hrs depending on needs.

The Impact of Plastic's on our Environment 
Is there really a mass of plastic floating around the Pacific Ocean the size of Texas?  Where does that plastic end up that I dropped into the storm water grate? What impact does plastic have and what can we do to reduce this?  Time - 1hr including a movie

Where does all of that water go?  
Ever wondered where all the water ends up when you are having a shower, flushing the toilet, washing the dishes, doing the washing or brushing your teeth?  Come for a tour of the PNCC Waste Water Treatment Plant and learn all the answers to the above questions.  Yes it does smell a little bit but is hugely fascinating.  Someone has to take responsibility for 27,000 litres of Waste Water/hour.  Time - 1- 1.5 hrs.  Best if not raining.

Sustainability 101
Do you need help with making your school, group, office or business more sustainable?  Do you want to know what you can do with your waste that could be reused, reduced or recycled?  How much energy is wasted within your operations?  Do you know how that energy is made and what can be achieved by reducing our requirements?   How efficiently is all your travel?  Do we really need all that stuff?  This course can be tailored to what the group requires.

Education is provided free of charge by PNCC to all of the community and schools in the Palmerston North area. Groups of 10 or more essential. Courses can be tailored to suit your requirements.  Places are limited so please book early to avoid disappointment. Business training may incur a cost.
