All Babies born in June 2002 in Palmerston North are offered a native tree seedling for free. The Manawatu Tree Trust launched this project to commemorate Arbor Day.

In June the Manawatu Tree Trust will donate a tree to the family of each baby born in Palmerston North in June this year. Parents of a new-born baby in Palmerston North will receive a voucher on the arrival at the P.N. Hospital and through the midwives of the Community Birth Services.

“The planting of a tree is a gift we can make to posterity. What better way to mark the birth of a new child than to plant a tree that will provide beauty, shade and shelter, and enhance the environment?” said Professor Ken Milne, Chairman of the Trust.

“80 percent of N.Z’s indigenous plants are found nowhere else. That is why the Tree Trust offers native tree seedlings.” said Professor Ken Milne. “Our children and grandchildren should be able to experience N.Z’s unique biodiversity in their daily environs.”

The Manawatu Tree Trust is a community organisation that cares about the future of the environment and has the aim of beautifying the Manawatu through tree planting. 

The Commemorative Tree Scheme is an opportunity to recognise a special occasion and dedicate a tree or grove of trees to celebrate a family event, provide a memorial to a friend, or for a family member, or to mark a special event.
