After public consultation by the Palmerston North City Council and deliberation by the City Councilors the Pit now has its official name.  In recognition of Robert Price Edwards, the original kiln owner it will now be called Edwards Pit Park.
Activities in the Pit:

The Container is now in the Pit:

The container is now sited on the south side of the pit near the base of the Coromandel bank on its concrete foundation.  A big thank you the contract driver from Hookers who delivered and sited the container very accurately free of charge. It will now provide shelter for volunteers from rain showers and be very convenient storage.  The plan is to eventually paint the container in an interesting way - so watch this space!
Advertising Banner for Work Parties:
Thanks to a $500 donation from Pub Charities [Willow Park Tavern and The Masonic Hotel], we are now the proud owners of an eye catching banner which will be displayed at the entrance when we are at work in the Pit.

Vandalism:
Over recent weeks petty vandalism has seen the our advertising bill board from the Featherston St Entrance stolen.  Also the water pipes from the Tweed St bank were damaged and have now been repaired by PN City Council.  Several medium to large sized cabbage trees have been deliberately beheaded.
Tweed St Bank:
Progress remains slow with remediation of the Tweed St Bank erosion issues.  Palmerston North City Council are currently working on the solution.  In the meantime we cannot replant the damaged section of that bank.

The drainage swale at the base of the bank has been cleared by Thai exchange students from the International Pacific College,  the “Getting Dirty for God” crew and Corrections Department work parties.  A big thank you to them all as this will make a huge difference to managing the water flows over winter.
Sargood Bequest:
A generous grant of $3600 has been received from the Sargood Bequest.  This grant will be used to clean the pile of bricks currently in the Pit, preparing them for use in our future projects.
Plant Donations:

All plant donations are gratefully received but particularly needed are:

· for infill under planting punga, wheki, kawa kawa, rengarenga and hen and chicken ferns.  

· For the wetland we need harakeke [flax] oioi [jointed sedge], toi toi, and sedges.  

· For the drier exposed banks we need whariki [mountain flax]
