MFAN'’s Dave Mollard spoke of his
experience as kaitiaki of Awapuni Community Gardens, and Amy Viles presented the
Palmerston North City Council's new Community Garden guide. Daniel Morrimire from
MFAN then facilitated a mapping and resource-sharing small group activity.

A delicious Hangi lunch was provided by a local kai start-up along with more networking
before a visioning session of what is needed for community gardens to thrive in the
region. The feeling of connectivity, support and purpose that resulted from this first hui
will be the foundation for more and better community gardens in our future. The Alliance
