The national programme has concluded its first participant
trial. Feedback gathered from trial participants and
facilitators throughout the programme will be analysed and
the programme adjusted as required to roll out to the next
round of participant testing in April and May.

Community Composting trial a success.

Did you know that globally, an estimated 40% of all food
produced is lost or wasted along the food chain, with
27.30% of total food loss or waste occurring at home?
Cue the Manawatu Food Action Network Community
Composting Trial, which has been quietly happening over

the last 7 weeks.

We have been gently distributing home composting bins,
and with the help of volunteers setting up composting sites
and registering participants willing to collect and drop off
their food waste for at least the duration of the trial.

We currently have:

e 6 active food waste collection and composting sites
participating. 2 in Highbury, 2 in Westend, 1 in Awapuni, 1

in Roslyn.

e Across the 6 sites, we have allocated 50 benchtop food
waste collection buckets to people, with 37 of these people

actively participating.

N.B we will NOT be holding a cafe in March as this falls on
Easter Weekend. Our next cafe will take place on Saturday
27th April.
